On February 20th 2011, more than 60 thousand people celebrated the 63rd CISM Anniversary by walking/running on Brazilian territory, during the “CISM Day Run”. Civilian and military together, children and senior citizens, men and women wearing white T-shirts with the symbol of the Military Games spent the sunny Sunday morning stating their support for peace. 





CISM has specially dedicated this edition, to promote the 5th CISM Military World Games world wide. The CISM Day Run in Brazil was marked by some milestones. The torch with the flame of military sports arrived in Rio de Janeiro, the city which will be hosting  the Games in July. The flame will be kept burning at the World War II Memorial in Rio and  on the 16th July will head towards João Havelange Stadium in order to embrace the competitions with all its warmth. 





Arion, the mascot of the Games, arrived in Brasilia capital of Brazil and made his debut at the beginning of the Day Run, and  from there, starts a tour around the country to promote the Games.
